o Conduct independent research and prepare curricular materials;
o Assist with program evaluation projects, including moderate data analysis;

● Operations:
o Support the general operation of the league -- we’re a small team and

everyone does a bit of everything
o Conduct research and prepare web content for the website and social media;
o Identify new ways to reach out to potential volunteers, and assist with

volunteer training;
● Fundraising:

o Work with WUDL staff to identify and execute new fundraising
opportunities, including but not limited to:

▪ Grant Writing
▪ Individual Giving/Small Donors and Events
▪ Foundation and Major Donor Engagement
